MANAGEMENT: The management reserves the right to combine or cancel any given class that does

not fill to their satisfaction. No notification will be given to combined classes. The show is open

to all; however the Legacy Classic committee and management reserve the right to refuse any

entry. Management reserves the right to make changes of rings, judges or class order to

facilitate time schedule and condition, and the right to start the first class of any section 30

minutes earlier than the scheduled time if entries warrant.

REFUNDS:

• Cancellation before closing date- a full refund will be given.

• Cancellation after closing date but before the start of the horse show- stall fees will not be

refunded. Upon presentation of a vets slip to the entry secretary, the entry fees, exhibitor fees,

and warm up fees will be refunded minus an office fee of $25 or 15% whichever is greater.

• Cancellation after the start of the horse show- upon presentation of a vets slip to the entry

secretary, class fees for the classes that have not been in, will be refunded minus a $25 or 15%

fee whichever is greater. Stall fees will not be refunded.

SUBSTITUTIONS: 

with a veterinarian’s certificate a new horse may be substituted for a scratched horse. There will

be a $25 substitution fee and all monies will be transferred to the new horse.

PRIZES: 

Prizes for Championship and Reserve Championship in each division. All classes- prize for winner,

ribbons to 6thplace. * Points – 1st- 7, 2nd-5, 3rd- 4, 4th- 3, 5th- 2, 6th- 1. Points will be

accumulated on the rider. Champion ties will go to the most points over fences.

STABLING: 

Stabling available. Please call ahead of time 250-744-6104. Stabling is $65 per night or $45 for a

day stall. Clean stall deposit required at $50 (separate cheque).

ACCOMMODATION: 

Limited camper and trailer parking is available at the show grounds, Power hook up is $55 per

nightand without power is $45 per night. Tents and Horse trailer camping is also $45 per night as

you are using the facilities at the Fairgrounds. Limited electrical hook-ups, please call in advance.

ENTRY PROCEDURE: All entries must be made in writing and signed by the owner/agent or made

online at horseshowtime.com. Entries of juniors must be signed by the parent and or legal

guardian. Entry fees must accompany an entry form. Any horse listed “entry’ is not acceptable. One

number will be assigned to each horse. Correct numbers must be worn and clearly visible at all

times when riding on the grounds. No number will be issued until all fees have been paid. A service

fee of $35 will be charged on all NSF cheques.

Each Horse/Rider combination will need to have their own entry # in order to compete in the class.

Horses may enter a class more than once with a different rider.

All Riders need to be accompanied by a trainer.

Horse/Rider combinations may only move up or down one level at the same show.

No cost for Lead line class or Tack and Turn out class.

PROTECTIVE HEADGEAR: All riders must wear protective headgear with a properly fitted ASTM/SEI

or BSI approved helmet. Suitable attire required for all applicants at all times. 

DRESS: Riding jacket is required in Hunter classes. Proper riding boots with a heel or paddock

boots and half chaps in good repair. Jumpers may wear a solid coloured polo shirt, show shirt or

show jacket.

DOGS: All dogs must be on a leash on the show grounds. Absolutely no dogs in schooling area or

show arenas at any time.
